These young men, who represent seven schools (Ardrey Kell, North Mecklenburg, West Charlotte, Hopewell, Myers Park, Harding, Garinger, Phillip O Berry and Independence)  have shown the determination and perseverance needed to graduate from a leadership program that prepares them for college and life beyond.  
“The foundation’s Educational Activities committee offers significant community service, leadership, personal and educational development opportunities for at-risk youth," said Moses Fox III, director of the Educational Activities committee. “The Alpha Beautillion is the culminating event because it shows that these young men are committed and determined to succeed and making a difference in their families, schools and community.”

Participants engage in eight months of workshop sessions designed to develop them intellectually, spiritually, socially and emotionally. Each participant develops communication skills and participates in fund-raising and community service while assessing their strengths and weaknesses.
